Thus, you are not allowed to use symbolic solvers (Mathematica, Maple, etc.) to
do your homework. You may check your answers with this software, if you wish, but the
homework that you submit must have the solutions written out by hand to demonstrate that
you actually solved problem yourself, otherwise you will get at most half credit for that
problem.
